Following a public callout, we 
worked with 15 Community 
Performers who were paid to be in 
the show alongside the 
professional company. For many, 
this was their first experience of 
performing publicly. Their 
experience was resoundingly 
positive and three people signed 
up to work with us again as models 
on our Fashion Show for Crawley.

I feel very inspired and 
empowered! This is the 
first time that I have been 
paid in my hometown of 
Crawley as a trained, 
professional creative. 

I loved every bit of it and it 
has really inspired me to 
look into doing dance 
classes further, which I 
normally wouldn’t attend.

 It made me feel like I was a 
part of something bigger.

I have realised that nerves 
can be conquered and 
that I can do things, if I try!

Unfortunately, there was a loud 
minority both in person and online 
that objected to Super Normal 
Extra Natural and proceeded to 
spread hate and homophobia.

Creative 
Crawley are all too familiar with 
managing backlash, equipping 
everyone we work with to feel safe 
and ensuring we communicate 
the reality of presenting art in 
Crawley.
